Course Summary


This is a very practical course for teachers who have to use a coursebook In their work but believe that teaching does not have to depend on it. There are many advantages in teaching with fewer or no materials: firstly, the teacher utilizes the people in the group as their principal resource, which means that the main focus is on them.  Secondly, the input is not mediated and the students are the main protagonists of the learning process. Thirdly, it pushes the teacher to explore more creative approaches in their classroom.
